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Background. “Free abstracts” are always structured with subtitles. Abstracts for the plenary and most of the invited lectures may or may not be structured, as appropriate. If not structured, they should be a single paragraph without indents.
Objectives [optional]. The main text, author names, keywords, acknowledgement in Calibri 12 point; title in Calibri 14 pt, affiliations in 11 pt font. Paper size A4, equal margins of 2.5 cm on all sides. Paragraphs justified, with single-line spacing and with 0 pts spacing before/after paragraphs.

Material and Methods. If you would like to insert a figure (one maximum) please use the insert picture command and paste special as an enhanced metafile for ease of handling. If you want, you can set the text to flow around the figure, but do remember to include a figure caption. A small table can be inserted instead.
Results. The abstract text should not exceed 300 words. If a figure or table are included, take note that all of the abstract must fit onto one page without looking cluttered. Incorrect formatting may result in your abstract being returned to you for corrections. The EMOP reserves the right to edit abstracts for clarity or correctness of English.
Conclusion. The Scientific Committee will select exceptional “free” abstracts to be included in the thematic symposia, and a (limited) number of good-quality ones for short oral presentations. Of note, posters will be on display on a schedule on all meeting days, and there will be time for their discussion. 
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
