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Professor Eskild Petersen is a Professor Emeritus of Infectious Diseases, Institute for Clinical Medicine, Faculty of Health Science, Aarhus University, Denmark. He chairs the ESCMID Emerging Infections Task Force, Basel, Switzerland. Professor Petersen is internationally renowned for his extensive contributions to global health,  congenital toxoplasmosis, malaria, travel medicine and emerging infections.

He served six years on the board of the ESCMID Study Group on Clinical Parasitology, lecturing on toxoplasmosis and malaria in several ESCMID workshops. Since 2016 chairman of ESCMID Emerging Infections Task Force.
